Day 1 New York State

Day 2  Hudson River Valley into New York City    
The Hudson River leads us south this morning as we travel through some of the prettiest countryside in 

New York State. When we arrive in Manhattan, we head to the pier and board the MS Zuiderdam. 

Enjoy lunch on board, and settle into your comfortable stateroom and relax. All meals will be served on 

board unless otherwise indicated.             (B,L,D) 

Overnight Zuiderdam, 12 nights 

 

Day 3 Newport, Rhode Island  
Downtown Newport manages to be two very different things at once: a fishing port full of plainspoken 

pubs and shops, and a resort town full of sailing yachts, bespoke boutiques and wine bars, serving the 

summer elite. Before this vivid town became known as a playground for the rich, artists, writers and 

scholars discovered its picturesque beaches and shoreline, untouched by industrialization during the 

postïCivil War period. Wealthy patrons of the arts followed and built mansions southeast of the 

harbour, transforming the small town into the summertime hub of Gilded Age society.      (B,L,D) 

 

Included Shore Excursion ð The Vanderbiltsõ Newport 
Commodore Cornelius Vanderbilt (1794-1877) established the famous family's fortune in steamships 

and later in the New York Central Railroad. As the industrial revolution reached its zenith in the late 

19th century, the Vanderbilts became the wealthiest family in America and chose Newport as their 

summer playground. Learn about the family empire and visit two of the grandest villas ever built in the 

United States. Completed in 1892, Marble House was modeled after the Petit Trianon at Versailles and 

took nearly four years to build at a total cost exceeding $11 million. Enjoy the stories of the elaborate 

parties of the Gilded Age, exploring the public rooms and grounds of Marble House along the way. 

Then, visit the grandest of Newport's 'summer cottages' ï The Breakers ï which was inspired by the 

16th-century palaces of Genoa and Turin. Completed in 1895, the mansion is situated on a 13-acre 

estate with a spectacular view of the rugged Atlantic coastline.       Approx. 4 hours 

 

Please Note: Due to their popularity, there may be a short wait to enter the Newport mansions. Interior 

photography is permitted; however, use of selfie sticks and tripods is not allowed. 
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Day 4 Day at Sea 
With many optional activities on board, you decide in what you indulge. Treat yourself at the spa, take 

a yoga class, or relax on deck with a good book.           (B,L,D) 

 

Day 5 Boston (Gloucester), Massachusetts    
North of Boston and near the tip of Cape Ann, Gloucester is a picturesque fishing town in the heart of 

the historic Massachusetts seashore. Established in the 17th century as one of the earliest settlements in 

Massachusetts, Gloucester eventually grew to be an important fishing town. In the 19th century, large 

numbers of Portuguese and Italian immigrants arrived in search of work on boats. Today, fishing is still 

central to the townôs economy ï though tourism plays a large role too, with visitors drawn to the small-

town appeal as well as the chance to experience life around the harbour.        (B,L,D) 

 

Inclu ded Shore Excursion ð Historic Boston and Cambridge  
Enjoy a full-day tour to historic Boston and Cambridge, and step back in time to the birthplace of 

America. Entering the Old Boston area, visit the Old North Church, where Revere ordered lanterns 

hung to signal how the British troops were arriving ï one if by land, two if by sea. Follow the Freedom 

Trail past the gold dome of the Massachusetts State House, whose cornerstone was laid by Samuel 

Adams and Paul Revere in 1795, the King's Chapel Burial Ground, and the Old South Meeting House, 

where the colonists gathered on the eve of the Boston Tea Party. Continue past the Old State House and 

site of the Boston Massacre, and see the balcony from which the Declaration of Independence was read 

on July 18, 1776. At Quincy Market in Faneuil Hall, savour a delicious lunch at one of the local 

restaurants and stroll along the promenade. The drive continues through Boston's Back Bay district and 

along Newbury Street with its upscale boutiques, unique galleries, and trendy cafés. Stop for photos at 

Copley Square before crossing the Charles River to Cambridge to see New England-style red brick 

buildings, cafés and bookstores. Leave the coach near Harvard University and stroll past the hallowed 

halls of America's oldest and most prestigious university before the scenic drive back to Gloucester. 

               Approx. 7 hours 

 

Day 6  Portland , Maine  

Modern Portland, first settled in 1633, carries the marks of both subsets of Mainers. The restored brick 

buildings and warehouses of the Old Port and the fine upright houses of prosperous captains, merchants 

and shipbuilders make the cityôs past a living part of its present. And the waterfront is a going concern, 

not a museum: Fishing boats chug into and out of their berths, buoys clang, harbour seals bark. Those 

shop windows arenôt displaying hardtack, rope or hand salve, though. The beautiful, rocky coast ï 

craggy, windswept, and dramatic ï is a glorious and undeniably New England panorama.      (B,L,D) 
 

Included Shore Excursion ð The Best of Maine  
Visit Fort Williams Park, located on the rocky coast of beautiful Cape Elizabeth. Fort Williams was a 

military outpost for coastal defense serving the United States from the Spanish-American War to the 

Korean War. Donôt miss the Portland Head Light commissioned by George Washington in 1791 ï the 

oldest lighthouse in Maine and one of the most photographed lighthouses in the country. Stop in the 

charming coastal village of Kennebunkport to view stunning Federal- and Victorian-style homes built 

by wealthy sea captains and merchants in the 1700s and 1800s. Watch for the Wedding Cake House, 

and Walkerôs Point ï the Bush estate and former Summer White House where world leaders often 

visited. Stretch your legs at Dock Square in the center of Kennebunkport, where art galleries, antique 

shops, and upscale stores make a charming town center.        Approx. 4 hours

Day 7  Bar Harbor , Maine  

Once the exclusive summer resort of America's fabulously wealthy, Bar Harbor today is an artists' 

enclave and gateway to the rich natural beauty of Acadia National Park, much of which was donated by 

the Rockefeller family. From the stonewall-lined and tree-covered roads to the sweeping vistas from 

atop Cadillac Mountain, there is a special mystique to Bar Harbour. Nestled on the east side of Mt. 

Desert Island and surrounded by Acadia National Park, it is a truly scenic place.       (B,L,D)  
 

Included Shore E xcursion ð Acadia National Park &  Lobster B ake 
This exciting day excursion combines the highlights of the Acadia National Park with a true Down east 

lobster bake. First, pass through the quaint town of Bar Harbor and drive by opulent summer "cottages" 

before entering Acadia National Park. A journey along Park Loop Road leads past the spectacular 

scenery of Maineôs rocky coastline. Continue past Thunder Hole, Otter Cliffs and the Jordan Pond 

House before being treated to a true "Down east" lobster bake in a beautiful setting along the coast. 

Enjoy succulent Maine lobster pulled fresh from ocean water and drizzled with butter, with all the 

trimmings, and a blueberry dessert. (Steak is available upon request for non-lobster eaters.) 

               Approx. 4 hours 
 

Day 8 Halifax &  Lunenburg, Nova Scotia   
Halifax was established by the British to counter balance the French presence in Québec and Acadia, 

which at the time included present day New Brunswick, Prince Edward Island, Cape Breton Island and 

the Gaspé Peninsula. For most of its early history, Halifax was the primary North Atlantic base for the 

Royal Navy. It prospered during times of conflict and languished during times of peace. Our time 

ashore today takes you to some of the most interesting and famous places in this idyllic city and 

province.                (B,L,D)  
 

Included Shore E xcursion ð Peggyõs Cove &  Lunenburg  
Likely one of the prettiest and best-known places in Nova Scotia, Peggyôs Cove has retained her glory 

and picturesque vistas for many generations. A scenic drive takes us to Lunenburg, home of our famous 

Canadian Schooners, Bluenose and Bluenose II. This gorgeous town has been designated a UNESCO 

World Heritage Site to ensure protection for much of Lunenburg's unique architecture and civic design, 

being the best example of planned British colonial settlement in North America. The original 

inhabitants of Lunenburg (mostly Germans from the southern Rhineland, Swiss and French Protestants 

from Montbeliard) came during the same wave of immigration that produced the Pennsylvania Dutch. 

They were "Foreign Protestants" encouraged by the British to settle in the area. Many of the original 

families and descendants still inhabit and influence the development of the town today. 

             Approx. 7½ hours 

 

Day 9 Sydney, Nova Scotia    
In the early 20th century Sydney became home to one of the world's largest steel plants. The Sydney 

area was part of the industrial heart of Cape Breton Island because of the steel plant in Sydney and coal 

mines in the adjoining towns of Glace Bay and Sydney Mines. During World War II, Sydney was a 

very important port, being one of the harbours from which convoys left North America for Britain. A 

little-known piece of Canadian history were the plans to use Sydney harbour for the majority of the 

North Atlantic fleet in the event of the loss of the British Isles.         (B,L,D)

Included Shore E xcursion ð The Bras d'Or Lakes Grand Tour  
óCiad mile failteô ï a hundred thousand welcomes await you. Nova Scotia is Latin for New Scotland, 

and nowhere is the aptness of this name more evident than on Cape Breton Island. This picturesque 

excursion visits the very heart of Cape Breton Island and includes some of the islandôs most dynamic 

scenery on shores of the famous Bras dôOr Lakes. Stop at the geographical center of Cape Breton 

Island to visit the Nova Scotia Highland Village, a 50-acre historical site overlooking the Bras dôOr 

Lakes. Take a chronological journey through 180 years of Cape Bretonôs Scottish architecture, hosted 

by costumed staff trained in conversational Gaelic and local history. A lunch stop will be made in the 

village of Baddeck, the home of Alexander Graham Bell, inventor of the telephone and Cape Bretonôs 

most famous resident. A brief stop will also be made at the Alexander Graham Bell Museum, housing 

the worldôs most extensive collection of Bell artifacts.        Approx. 7 hours 

 

Please Note: There is a fair amount of walking at the Highland Village. However, the tour is very 

scenic and if you wish, you can enjoy the views from the coach. 

 

Day 10 Charlottetown, Prince Edward Island   
Prince Edward Island may be Canadaôs smallest province, but it's big on history and attractions. In 

1864, one of the most important events in Canadian history took place in Province House ï the famous 

Charlottetown Conference which resulted in the creation of the Canadian confederacy.      (B,L,D) 

 

Included Shore E xcursion ð Anne, Lobster  & Scenic Drive  
Welcome to Charlottetown, birthplace of the Canadian nation. Prince Edward Island is a place noted 

for its friendly people, warm hospitality, rolling farmlands, stunning seascapes, tiny villages and 

bustling harbours, all of which you will see along the scenic Blue Heron Drive. P.E.I.'s North Shore is 

most famous for the red cliffs of P.E.I. National Park. Here, you will also find Cavendish Beach, the 

Anne of Green Gables Homestead and delicious lobster. Enjoy lunch at the Prince Edward Island 

Preserve Company, an island landmark known for its great food. The owners, Bruce and Shirley 

MacNaughton, have renovated a 1913 butter factory into wonderful showcase of island products 

including their own world-famous preserves. It is located in one of Canada's prettiest villages brimming 

with island charm and hospitality along with a spectacular view. Your lobster lunch (alternatives are 

available) will include fresh cooked lobster with traditional island potato salad and coleslaw. Choose 

island mussels or homemade soup as an appetizer, and for dessert, dive into a luscious slice of divine 

raspberry pie.            Approx. 4½ hours 

 

Day 11 Day at Sea: Cruising the St. Lawrence River    
Enjoy a relaxing day of cruising the Gulf of St. Lawrence.          (B,L,D)  

 

Day 12 Saguenay, Québec & C ruising Saguenay Fjord    
Gorgeous, green and Gallic, this charming village is your gateway to some of the most stunning 

scenery in North America: majestic fjords, dramatic rocky capes and picturesque hamlets are all here. 

So are artisans of every ilk, from glassblowers to Angora goat farmers. A scenic cruise takes us through 

the Saguenay Fjord, where the waters of the St. Lawrence Estuary and the Saguenay Fjord combine to 

create some exceptional oceanographic phenomena promoting significant biological diversity. More 

than fifteen species of marine mammals have been reported, including the St. Lawrence Beluga, which 

bears witness to the marine parkôs ecological significance. As well, the area surrounding the Saguenay 

St. Lawrence Marine Park has a long history of human inhabitation. On this land, First Nations and 

Europeans came into contact which created a lasting, important impact.        (B,L,D) 
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Included Shore E xcursion ð Saguenay & the Heritage Route  
At the tip of a majestic fjord, where the waters of the Saguenay and the St Lawrence Rivers meet, lies 

the charming village of Saguenay. Visit the district of Chicoutimi ï known for its decidedly French 

atmosphere and a touch of the Old World and learn about the areaôs culture and history. Discover the 

importance of Saguenay Fjord, deeply chiseled into the Laurentian Mountains and once a natural 

trading route for the First Nations people. In the 1600s, France established its first fur trading post here. 

Colonization of the area soon followed. While passing through the industrial area, see how the early 

20th century brought exploitation of the river with logging, the pulp and paper industries, and aluminum 

production. Drive along the main street, Rue Racine, and past the Old Port. Stop for photos at the 

Cultural Quarter and the Little White House that miraculously survived the flood of 1996, and at the 

Pulp Mill of Chicoutimi. Founded in 1898, the mill played an important role in the development of the 

area, producing high-quality pulp that was exported throughout the world. Next, drive through Arvida ï 

the "Washington of the North" ï a perfect example of a 20th-century company town. In 1926, 270 

houses were built here in 135 days ï each one completely different from the others. See the worldôs 

first aluminum bridge, built to display the strength and diversity of the metal, and visit the Sir William 

Price Museum housed in a wonderful Anglican chapel built in 1912 and dedicated to the pulp and 

paper dynasty of four generations of the Price family. Drive by the homes of both management and 

workers of the company town of Old Kenogami.       Approx. 3½ hours 

 

Day 13 Québec City, Québec   
In 1608, Samuel de Champlain founded a settlement at Kébec, an Algonquin word meaning óplace 

where the river narrows.ô In doing so, he established what would become the first permanent French 

settlement in North America and one of the worldôs most enchanting cities with a tree lined 

"Champs-Elysées," buttery croissants, the lilt of French and a grand château on the river. Is this 

Canada, or is it France? It is both. A bastion of French culture in North America where impassioned 

Québécois hold dear their history, language and culture. Québec is also the largest walled city in North 

America.                (B,L,D) 

 

Included Shore E xcursion ð Best of Québec & Countryside  
Learn the fascinating history of Québec as you are whisked back in time to relive the city's 400 year 

legacy followed by a journey along the St. Lawrence River to one of the most picturesque areas of the 

Province of Québec known as the Beaupre Coast. First, visit the Ste-Anne-de-Beaupre Shrine where 

popular belief says that Ste-Anne saved numerous shipwreck victims off Cap Tourmente. Head over to 

the Island of Orléans for a scenic drive through pastoral landscapes, and an exquisite lunch in a 

beautiful setting. Visit an authentic cabane à sucre (sugar shack) to see how maple products are made 

and taste sweet maple taffy. As you make your way back to Québec City, stop at Montmorency Falls. 

Cascading down a 272-foot cliff, the falls are one and a half times as high as Niagara Falls. See the 

powerful forces of nature as the water of the Montmorency River roars down the cliff to eventually 

meet with the St. Lawrence River. Inside the fortress walls of Old Québec, discover the strength and 

beauty of the cradle of the French culture in North America. This city is a remarkable mélange of 

Amerindian, French and British heritage, evident in its narrow cobblestone streets, stone gates and 

ramparts. Stop at Dufferin Terrace and the Château Frontenac Hotel, Québec's most famous landmark 

with panoramic views over the Old City, the Lower Town, the St. Lawrence River and the surrounding 

countryside.            Approx. 7½ hours

overnight tomorrow. If you require your luggage, please advise your Journey Manager tonight so they 

can coordinate this with the coach driver tomorrow on arrival. 
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Day 14 Québec City to Ottawa       
Our disembarkation is leisurely this morning as our private coach waits only for us. Delight in a scenic 

drive through rural Québec to our Nationôs Capital, Ottawa. Enjoy a relaxing overnight in one of 

Canadaôs most famous hotels. Our casual farewell dinner this evening is the perfect ending to this 

wonderful journey.
